2018 REFERENDUM FOCUSES ON 4 GOALS:

A Health, Safety & Security

A Core Infrastructure Renovations
A Academic Upgrades

A Fiscal Responsibility

IF THE REFERENDUM PASSES, $10.3 MILLION IN STATE
FUNDING WILL ENABLE THESE CRITICAL IMPROVEMENTS
TO BE MADE AT A 26% DISCOUNT.

STEADY COMMUNITY GROWTH: PAST, PRESEN
FUTURE (Approximately 149 students in next 5 years



BUDGET FOR THE PROJECT:

Gross Cost: $39.7 Million
State Aid: $10.3 Million
Taxpayer Cost: $29.4 Million over 30 Years
